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Someone once told of how dinner is served down on a farm.  All the children and the hired help come in from the 
fields at noon. They wash their hands and sit at the table. Before the food is served, the mail is read. Then the 
instructions are given as to which chores must be completed that afternoon and evening. After this is finished, the 
food is served to give everyone the strength to carry out the instructions just received.  Something similar takes 
place in every liturgy. In the first part of the liturgy ñcalled the Liturgy of the Word ñwe receive the Word of God. 
God gives us His instructions as to what He wants us to do, how He wants us to live.  We receive these instructions 
in the Epistle lesson, the Gospel lesson, and the sermon.  But we are too weak to carry out the Word of God.  We 
lack strength.  That is why in the second part of the liturgy ñcalled the Liturgy of the Faithful ñGod gives us the 
power we need.  He gives us Himselfñthe Bread of Lifeñthrough the Sacrament of Holy Communion.  
 

What is Holy Communion?  How can we best prepare for it?  Dr. Panagiotis Trembelas, professor of theology at the 
University of Athens, writes that when Christ was born in Bethlehem of Judea, He chose to be born not of a mother 
who was listed in òWhoõs Who,ó but of a poor, humble, pure peasant girl.  He chose as His place of entry into this 
world not a palace but a cold, damp cave that served as a stable for animals.  Who would have thought at the time 
that this child born of this humble mother in such a desolate place was God himself?  Yet doesnõt this very same 
thing happen again in the Sacrament of Holy Communion?  Doesnõt the all-powerful Christ, Lord of heaven and 
earth, who holds the whole world in His hands, Who is worshipped by all creation, doesnõt  He, even in this 
Sacrament, shed His divine glory and majesty for us under the humble forms of bre4ad and wine? 
 

What happened in Bethlehem long ago happens again today whenever the liturgy is celebrated.  Christ comes to us 
again quietly, humbly, disguised under the forms of bread and wine.  Have you ever imagined that would happen 
if Christ were to descend on the altar with the same glorified body with which the disciples saw Him ascending into 
heaven?  Who of us would dare approach Him?  Or if He should offer us His body as it was when it was taken 
down from the cross on Good Friday?  Who of us would dare touch it?  Through the great Sacrament of Holy 
Communion the Lord makes himself utterly approachable, disguising himself, even as He did in the forms of bread 
and wine.  The Sacrament of Communion is the perpetuation of Christmas.  In celebrating Christmas we observe 
not only Godõs coming into the world thousands of years ago; we celebrate also His coming into the world today to 
be born in the manger of our soul through this great Sacrament in every liturgy.  
 

A faithful Orthodox family should receive Christ in the Eucharist as often as possible.  The Lord Jesus invites us to 
come in every liturgy.  His personal invitation to us is, òTake, eat, this is my body. . . Drink ye all of it, this is my 
blood. . .ó  Parents are encouraged to share these facts with their children before coming to the Sacrament.

The Holy Fathers have appointed the commemoration of 

Adam's exile from the Paradise of delight here, on the eve of the 

holy Forty-day Fast, demonstrating to us not by simple words, 

but by actual deeds, how beneficial fasting is for man, and how 

harmful and destructive are insatiety and the transgressing of the 

divine commandments. For the first commandment that God 

gave to man was that of fasting, which Adam and Eve received 

but did not keep; and not only did they not become gods, as they 

had imagined, but they lost even that blessed life which they 

had, and they fell into corruption and death, and transmitted 

these and innumerable other evils to all of mankind. The God-

bearing Fathers set these things before us today, that by bringing 

to mind what we have fallen from, and what we have suffered 

because of the desires and disobedience of Adam and Eve. We 

might be diligent to return again to that ancient bliss and glory 

by means of fasting and obedience to all the divine commands. 

Taking occasion from today's Gospel (Matt. 6:14-21) to begin the Fast unencumbered by enmity, we also ask 

forgiveness this day, first from God, then from one another and all creation. 

The theme of this Sunday refers to the expulsion of Adam from Paradise. Adam in Paradise misused his 

freedom by allowing himself to be persuaded by the evil one to disobey the command to not eat of the fruit of 

the tree of knowledge of good and evil. The evil one convinced him that by so doing he would know more 

than God. The Church in its hymnology presents the condition of Adam outside of Paradise as weeping and 

working hard for his livelihood. The Gospel passage of the day refers to the manner of praying, fasting, 

almsgiving and all good works. These are to be done in secret, without boasting. The meaning of this Sunday 

is the condescension of God to the human weakness, "for if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly 

Father also will forgive you; but if you do not forgive men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive 

your trespasses" (Matthew 6:14-15). This is emphasized in the Lord's Prayer. The week (six days) preceding 

Sunday of Cheese and after Meat Sunday, is the addition to the period of the Great Lent which completes the 

forty days of fasting (excluding Saturdays and Sundays). The name of this Sunday, "Cheese", implies that the 

fast of this week is the gradual transition from eating meat to the strict fast of Lent, which starts the next day, 

Monday, with the first Sunday of Lent at the end of the preliminary seven days (Sunday of Orthodoxy). 

FAST ï When you fast . . . Soon we will enter Holy and Great Lent, traditionally a period of fasting.  Orthodox 

Christians are called to fast from meat, milk, eggs, and fish and to be satisfied with simple foods.  But the 

question arises: Do Christians still fast during this ecclesiastical period?  In earlier times, when the faith was 

alive and the custom austere, Christians fasted.  Children fasted, men fasted, women fasted, everyone fasted.  

The Great Lenten fast was kept so well that, if someone became sick during those days and had to break the 

fast, the sick one, as well as his or her family, hesitated to do so.  Fasting reminds one of the fasting that took 

place in the sinful city of Ninevah after the preaching of Jonah the Prophet.  All the inhabitants became so 

repentant that everyone, even the babies and animals, fasted. God, seeing the sincere repentance of the people, 

saved the city from sure destruction.  During those times when Christians fasted, meat couldnôt be found in the 

markets during Great Lent. Butchers hung up their knives on Pure Monday and took them down again on 

Great Saturday to slaughter the Easter lambs. 



 
 

Bringing our Children to Church 
  

ñOf all holy works, the education of children is most holy.ò                                     

 St. Theophan the Recluse 

 

What would cause St. Theophan to say this?  What does he mean by most 

holy?  Most important?   All problems in our world can be traced back to a family 

problem.  Not only the original family of Adam and Eve, but it is within a family that dictators who have 

killed millions, greedy corporate executives who steal from their employees, and apathetic political leaders 

who break promises get their start.  It is also in a family where Sts. Basil and John Chrysostom got their 

start.  It is in a family where Godôs Son came to us and took flesh from His virgin mother, Mary 

.   

 We as parents have a great influence on our children for the first years of their lifeðgreater in the beginning 

and less over time.  How do we teach them?  By our very lives.  What is important to us, more often than not 

will become important to them.  When we go to church and worship God we are saying that God is 

important.  The orthodox understanding of worshipping God is never so clear as when taking our young 

children to church services.  We believe that worshipping God is liturgical, that is a ñcommon 

work.ò  Worship is not about us getting something from God, but about doing something in honor of him.  By 

bringing our children to church we are educating them in God.    They see the icons of Jesus and the Virgin 

Mary.  They sing songs of worship that teaches them the faith.  The have a direct experience with Jesus Christ 

in receiving Holy Communion.  This is no easy task.  We are challenged in thinking that taking 3 year olds or 

16 year olds for that matter, to church should be easier than it is.  It is not.  It can test our patience and our 

love in many ways.  We can become tired and discouraged.  We could even worry about what other people are 

thinking of us which is a form of vainglory.  Paradoxically, raising a child is both one of the most beautiful 

things, and at times not a pretty sight.  We might consider that maybe the raising of children is not too 

different from the messiness that our Heavenly Father sees in us.  Perhaps, we are more skilled at hiding our 

passions from others.  

 

 A distracted 4 year old who wanted the service to be over 30 minutes ago is just more vocal about it than an 

adult.  Maybe the voices in our heads need just as much quieting as the child who wants to talk in the 

service.  The transformation will take place.  It doesnôt happen over night.  But when it happens it becomes 

clear that we were on the right track.  When we hear a little voice next to us say the Trisagion prayers, the 

Lordôs Prayer, the prayer before communion or the Nicene Creed, we see the holy work of God touching their 

heart.  Seeing them greet each other with ñChrist is Risenò warms our hearts.   

 

Witnessing a 6 month old approach the Holy Mysteries in the arms of their God-parents and receive Christ, 

Himself, is beyond understanding.  All of the ñworkò involved in getting them ready for church, helping them 

pay attention (or at least stop crying) seems very worth it.   It not only is for their spiritual benefit, but for ours 

as well.  It builds in us the virtues of patience, kindness, and self control.  We prepare ourselves in many ways 

to receive Christ.  Maybe standing with our children in church is one of them.  Thanks be to God for the 

parents who work so diligently to bring their children to God.  We just donôt know whether or not the little 

person standing next to us will be called upon by the Church to pray and intercede for us.

GROWING IN HOPE OF THE RESURRECTION: 

TIPS FOR FAMILIES 
 

1. Model for your children a life of hope. Be cognizant 

of how you respond to a crisis because children watch 

their parents and tend to approach trials and 

tribulations similarly. Do you turn to God, to prayer, 

and to the saints for intercession when you are going 

through difficulties? Or do you try to solve your 

problems simply by your own means? 

2. Process life events with your child. Try to find the 

positives that come from adversity. Sometimes we 

may not understand why we must go through 

heartache and pain, so the only thing we can do is to 

look at the god that came from it. 

3. Donôt be afraid to be a social critic. Our society sends 

conflicting and spiritually dangerous messages. For 

example, the self-esteem movement of recent decades 

has tended to instill people with too much confidence 

in themselves and not enough confidence in God. Do 

a little research on subjects like optimism and 

positive thinking so that you can evaluate whether 

they are Christian in thought. 

4. Pay attention when you pray with your child. 

Someti8mes we need to monitor how and what we 

pray. The tendency is to confuse wishing with 

praying whenever we make personal petitions. The 

sets of prayers the Church prescribes include 

elements of hope and reliance on God. Point these out 

for your child. How we pray tends to indicate how we 

see God. 

5. Read the lives of the saints to your child. The saints 

show us how to be truly human. Children from a 

young age tend to thirst for role models. Many of the 

stories of saints are available in easy-to-read 

language. Point out the threads of hope that lie within 

the stories. God and the hope of the Resurrection are 

the sources of saintly virtues such as patience,

   WORLDLY OPTIMISM, DIVINE HOPEWORLDLY OPTIMISM, DIVINE HOPE  

 
 

It is one of the most lasting images of Holy Week.  Just before the beginning of the Anastasis service on 

Saturday night, Orthodox Christians around the world anticipate the Resurrection of Christ, holding unlit 

candles in their hands. After a few minutes in the darkness of the Church, the light is brought forth so that they 

may rejoice in the Resurrected Christ, lighting their candles and triumphantly singing ñChristos Anesti!ò 

 

What many parishioners do after the service is noteworthy. Leaving the confines of the Church, they head to 

their cars, carefully trying to preserve the lit candle so that its flame isnôt blown out. The symbolism of this 

wonderful tradition is something to behold. One of the greatest gifts of the Resurrection is that of hope. Hope 

is eternally tied to the Resurrection because the Resurrectionða real, historical eventðwas a profound shift 

of the ages. Like the lit candles that we protect and bring home, hope is something we are called to carry with 

us throughout our lives. 
 

St. Paul, in 1 Corinthians 13:13, states that all of us are to live in faith, hope and love (Pistis, Elpis and 

AgapeðSt. Sophiaôs martyred daughters).  His exhortation on how to live the authentic Christian life has been 

woven into the fabric of Orthodox tradition, and a long list of holy men and women have borne witness to it. 

Hope is also a constant theme in the writings of the Church Fathers.  St. John of Karpathos, for example, 

states, ñIt is more serious to lose hope than to sin.ò 
 

Hope has everything to do with how we view the Resurrection and, by extension, how we view Christ 

Himself. Hope is an indicator that the joy of the Resurrection has penetrated oneôs being. How could one have 

hope if one did not acknowledge the Resurrected Christ as Savior?  Coming to terms with what hope is and 

discovering what it isnôt can be an elusive endeavor, particularly since there is a strong tendency among 

Orthodox Christians to confuse hope with optimism, a term made popular by self-help gurus. 
 

Hope unlike optimism has a distinctly Christian flavor to it. Hope is an extension of faith; if faith is a tree, 

then hope is the branches of the tree. The concept of hope has everything to do with the Kingdom, which is a 

present reality. Optimism, on the other hand, is centered on the present reality. It is an attitude of expectation 

that a specific and positive result will occurðsuch as recovering from an illness or passing an exam. With 

optimism there is an inherent inclination to anticipate the best possible outcome. Hope is less specific. It is an 

attitude that looks for possibility in whatever life deals us. Hope does not anticipate a particular outcome, but 

keeps before us the possibility that something useful will come from an event, even if that event involves 

suffering and pain.  One danger of optimism is that it is not only limited, but can present other dangers. When 

the best possible outcome we expect doesnôt occur, we are let down and may even feel betrayed.  It is during 

these moments that our optimism may turn into is opposite, pessimism, which is the inclination to anticipate 

the worst possible outcome. Hope stops us from looking at our problems and teaches us to look through them. 

We clearly see the presence of hope in St. Paulôs second letter to Timothy. As he faces imminent physical 

death, St. Paul states the following;  ñI have fought the good fight. I have finished the race, I have kept the 

faith. Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, will give 

to me on that Day, and not to me only but also to all who have love His appearing.ò (2 Timothy 4:7-8) 
 

One of the criticisms of living a life in hope is that we are choosing to avoid reality in looking beyond our 

present problems. Yet to hope is not to say that all of the evils and pains of the world are not real; they are 

very real. Rather, it is saying that they are not the ultimate reality. The Resurrection of Christ didnôt do away 

with the cross; it transformed it from a symbol of death into a symbol of life. So the next time we enter a 

church and light a candle, let us also remember that there is something inside us that needs to be lit and 

carefully preserved. The decision to hope in times of suffering and pain is one of the finest responses a 

Christian can make. So much of living the Christian life depends on it.
